X Any students whose mother tongue is English (US, Canada, England, Ireland, Australia, New Zealand,
South Africa) might not be required to hand in English test scores.

X According to NIIED(National Institute for International Education)’s rule, GKS(Global Korea Scholarship)

student’s minimum TOPIK level 3 score must be a score of 84 among all of the TOPIK 3 test sections which
is equal to a percentage score of 70 of passing TOPIK level 3.

3. Scholarship (for both Master’s and Doctoral Candidates)

Hl Scholarship for freshmen & enrolled student

Kit provides scholarships for international students. The detailed criteria, language proficiency score and
scholarship duration will be decided later according to the yearly budget. Maximum 4 semesters of
scholarships each for Master's degree candidates and Doctoral degree candidates and maximum 8
semesters of scholarships for Integrated Master's and Doctoral degree candidates can be provided to
international students only if budget allows for it.

Hl Precondition for scholarship benefit (Insurance condition)

- Scholarship will be cancelled if scholar does not purchase medical insurance.

- For freshmen: Freshmen MUST submit the certificate of medical insurance within 30 days from the
beginning of the semester. If fail to do so, scholar should return the scholarship back to school.

- For enrolled student: Enrolled student MUST submit the certificate of medical insurance during the
designated period of scholar examination. If fail to do so, scholarship for the next semesters will be
automatically cancelled immediately.

7. Accommodation

International students can stay at on-campus dormitory.

Room & board fee should be paid by student’s own expense.

8. Additional Information

a. Every required document must be written in Korean or English and the original copy of document must
arrive before the deadline. (Notarized Korean or English translation required in case of other languages)

b. We accept original documents only (except diploma). Photocopies of documents must be verified by the
originals. In case of submitting photocopied documents, applicants must have the copies notarized or
apostilled and then submit the notarized or apostilled copies.

c. Photo must be taken within the past 3 months and show only the upper body without cap.

d. In case of an applicant who has not yet graduated but will before beginning their studies at kit, applicant
should submit the certificate of graduation no later than the 1%t day of semester.

e. The admission will be rejected if any documents are found to be fake.
f. Submitted documents will not be returned to the applicants.
g. Additional documents might be needed.

h. The scores of the language proficiency test must be valid at the time of applying.

9. Other guidelines
a. Admission will be cancelled in case tuition is not paid during the designated period.
b. Applicant must write down exact mailing address and telephone number.

- Communication cut off is applicant’s own responsibility.

- Applicant must directly leave new contact number in case of any change.

c. Announcement of acceptance will be released on the kit webpage (www.kumoh.ac.kr,
http://eng.kumoh.ac.kr) and applicant will not be informed individually.

d. Any unexpected notices will be informed on kit webpage and applicant will not be informed individually.

e. Chinese student must submit the diploma from “China Academic Degree Graduate Education
Development Center” (www.cdgdc.edu.cn) or Verification of Academic Qualification by the Division of
Education at the Chinese Embassy in Korea (www.eoe.or.kr). Chinese student who graduated from Korean
university does not have to do this.
